


BUFFALO COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 
[bookmark: _Hlk113720558]REGULAR MEETING – Tuesday, February 4, 2025

Chairman Dawn Cable called the meeting to order at 9:00am with Commissioners Rex Zastrow present and Commissioner Donita Loudner conference call.  

Also present was Dave Larson, Buffalo County States Attorney; Steve Fox, Assistant States Attorney; Debra Morrison, Buffalo County Auditor; and several concerned citizens.  Recited Pledge of Allegiance.  

Loudner present.  Loudner made a motion to amend the agenda; seconded by Zastrow.  Motion Carried by all voting Ayes.  

Loudner made a motion to approve January 7 and January 15, 2025, meeting minutes; seconded by Zastrow.  Motion carried by all voting Aye.  

Kenny Miller, Local Artist, addressed the commissioners regarding possible commissioned artwork.  No action taken.

Former Buffalo County Highway Superintendent Tanner Grohs addressed the commissioners.  Zastrow made a motion to approve $300/week for Tanner Grohs to be a Buffalo County Contract Worker; seconded by Loudner.  Motion carried by all voting Ayes.  

Loudner made a motion to Bridge Reinspection Program Resolution for Use with SDOT Retainer Contracts.  WHEREAS.  23 CRF 650 Subpart C, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.  THEREFOR.  Buffalo County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program.  The County Requests SDDOT to hire IMEG (Consulting Engineers) for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payment to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost.  The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.  Dated this 4 day of February 2025, in Buffalo County, South Dakota.  Board of County Commissioners of Buffalo County Dawn Cable; attest: Auditor Morrison; seconded by Zastrow.  Motion carried by all voting Ayes.

Ken Wulff addressed the commissioner regarding Abernathy Legion and the Radio Tower.  No action taken.  

Dave Larson addressed the commissioners regarding the Brule County Title Company.  No action taken.

Wade Klein and Allan Knippling addressed the commissioners regarding taxpayer concerns.  No action taken.  

Public Input from Cheryl Knippling regarding respect.  No action taken.

Loudner made a motion to approve $300,000 to be placed into staggering CD’s; seconded by Zastrow.  Motion carried by all voting Ayes.  

Motion was made by Zastrow regarding courthouse hours; motion tabled due to lack of a second.  
Cable gave the fuel quotes/bids from Total Oil, Inc. for Unleaded Gas @ $2.84 per gallon, Ethanol Gas @ $2.67 per gallon, Diesel #1 Dyed Premium @ $3.02, and Diesel #2 Dyed Premium @ $2.77 per gallon. Motion to accept by Zastrow, seconded by Loudner. Motion carried by all voting Ayes. 

DOE/911/Weeds Supervisor Lee Sinkie gave his monthly report.  No action was taken.  

Auditor/ROD Debra Morrison gave her report.  There were 2 January hospitalizations. Treasurer/Auditor report: Bank Balance: $1,797,918.96; C.D.: $200,000.00; Cash & Cash Items: $400.00; total: $1,998,318.96.  Register of Deed reported 9 recordings for a total of $270.  

Cable discussed a Governors House for Buffalo County.  No action taken.
