Chairman Dawn Cable called the meeting to order at 9:00am with Commissioners Rex Zastrow and Commissioner Donita Loudner present.  

Also present was Dave Larson, States Attorney; Steve Fox, Assistant States Attorney; Debra Morrison, Buffalo County Auditor; and several concerned citizens.  Recited Pledge of Allegiance.

Loudner made a motion to approve June 3 and June 5, 2025, meeting minutes: seconded by Zastrow.  Motion passed unanimously

Wade Klein and Alan Knippling addressed the commissioners.  No action taken.

Cable requested to move into an executive session at 9:57am for personal reasons.  Executive session was closed at 10:05am.

Auditor/Register of Deeds Debra Morrison shared there were 4 hospitalization notices.  Register of Deeds completed 16 filings, 1 May filing, and $12,500.00 in land transfers for a total of $13,010.
